SQA Courses at Eden Court

Information for Non-Highland/Mature Students

Priority for places on all SQA courses at Eden Court will be given to applicants from Highland
schools who meet the required criteria and performance standard.

Any places not filled by Highland pupils can be offered to applicants from out-with Highland
schools (e.g. adult returners or pupils from another local authority area), who meet the
required criteria and performance standard.

Any places offered to students who are not attending a Highland school will be subject to the
following additional criteria:

1. The student is responsible for securing representation to the SQA by a willing
school in order to participate in our courses at Eden Court. The details of the school,
including contact name of SQA co-ordinator are required by Eden Court to ensure
enrolment with SQA.

2. The student is required to pay a tuition fee of £500 for their year of study. Payment
should be made to Eden Court and this can be done in two instalments of £250. One
due by August at the start of the course and the other by the following January.
